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God’s Objective for
the Sanctuary
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Editor's Prejace

In this issue, we discuss the typical Day of Atonement,
both its ritual as outlinmed in Leviticus 16, and its
place as one of the "feasts of the Lord.” We observe
that in the listing of these feasts, the Day of Atone-
ments (Hebrew text) is placed on a par with the Sabbath
as far as the comsand of “no work™ on that day in con-
trast to the other annual feasts. Then in the giving of
the First Angel’s Message of Revelation 14, two adjuncts
of the "everlasting Gospel™ are the commands: 1) “Fear
God™ because “the hour of His judoment is come; and 2)
“Worship Him" because He is the Creator. Again, there is
a "par” placement of two concepts which can be related
to the same two as in Leviticus 23.

When we take a historical perspective of the Advent
Movement as begun by William Miller in America, and con-
stder that out of the Great Disappointment there was
comitted in sacred trust these two same paired doc-
trines to a small remnant of that Movement. we have
cause for thoughtful contemplation, as well as the alarm
over what has happened within the community of Adventism
during the past five decades regarding these two doc-
trines. In regard to the Sabbath, the issue is its ob-
servance; in regard to the sanctuary teaching, it is a
rejection by many. Yet those involved in this dual de-
clension still profess themselves to be Seventh-day Ad-
ventists - an impossibility — except in name only!

We recognize there are questions in the study of the
sanctuary teaching:; but these involve in some instances
simply a correct application of type to the antitype.
Some of these we list in "Questions that Call for An-
swers™ on page 7,
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In this issue of WWN, we turn our allention to
the yearly service which was petformed by the
High Priest alone on the 10 day of the 7™
month. While the central service for that day Is
detofled in Leviticus 14, some importont
aspects of the Day in relationship to the other
annhval feasts of israel are to be found in
Leviticus 23. Further, these feasts days are
placed in conneclion with the weekly Sabbath
which in the outline Is fisted as among the
feasts of the Lord {v. 3), yet declared to be
separate from them (vs. 37-38).

The command connected with the Sabbath
which is emphasized in Levilicus 23 is “ye shall
do no work.” This is also the command given
in connecfion with the Day of Atonement (v.
28), and emphasired with a shong penalty
altached (vs. 30-31). Al the other feast days,
carried the command - “Ye shalt do no servile
(“custormary”™ - NKJV) work therein” (vs. 7, 21,
25, 35). “lerally, no work of labour. no work
that belongs o one's worldly calling,” while
food preparation was permitted {Ex. 12:34)
which was not permitted on either the Sabbath,
or the Day of Atonement.

Another fem of inferest in Levilicus 23 is the

fact thal the designation of the tenth day of the
seventh month as the Day of Alonement is in
the piural form in the Hebrew text - “day of

atonements™ {vs. 27-28). Is this o be under- -

slood as the use of the pluralis majesiatis
(majestic plural), or the simple plural because
of the number of individuals and things
cleansed on that day? (Lev. 14:33).

With this feast day as with none of the others,
not only was o severe penally connecled with
the violation of the restriction placed on the
day - “no work™ - bul also with the failure to

enter info an experience described as soul
affiction. The warning reads:

Whatsoever soul it be that shall not be afflicted in that
same day, be skall be cut off from among his people. And

whatsoever soul it be that doeth any work in that same
day, the same sout will I destroy from among his people.
(Lev. 23:29-30).

How is this to be understood? I} cannot be
interpreted on a vertical type-antitype basis
becquse it is not involving a priestly ministra-
Hon; however, the sericusness of the instruct-
tion given would indicate a linear type-anti-
type interpretation with a spiritual meaning.
The fact that in describing the services to be
performed by the high priest, the emphasis is
placed that he alone ministered on that day
{Lev. 146:17), the conclusion can be drawn that
ne works of man can avail in the final
cleansing. In his soul affliction, he can only
wait the atonement oblained by the High
Priest. Even as the penitent accepted the
atonement of forgiveness provided by the
common priest, so on the Day of Atonement,
the saome penitent accepts the cleansing
provided by the high priest. In the redlity of the
anlitype, it is the same Priest Who offered
Himself on the Cross for us, and Who now as
High Priest ever liveth fo make intercession for
us, Who in His last act of ministration, ministers
the final atonement of cleansing.

Today, the Day of Alonement, Yom Kippur, is
the most sacred of Hebrew holy days. Yet, no-
where in either the Old or New Tesiamenis is
there a record of its celebration. it is allyded to
in Acls 27:9. (See margin.} Yet following the
Great Disappointment in 1844 both the
Sabbath and the significance of the Day of
Atonement became the heritage of those
raised up to proclaim the Three Angels’
Messages. Not only did the First Angel's
Message call for a “worship™ of Him who
“made heaven, and earth, and the sea, and
the fountains of waters;™ but also to “fear God,
and give glory to Him; for the hour of His
judgment Is come™ (Rev. 14:7). While the
instruction given in regard to the typical
observance of the Day of Atonement places it
on a par with the Sabbath, and the giving of
“the everasting gospel” in earth’'s final hour
places the Sabbath, and the hour of God's
judgment on a par, our problem seems to be,
harmonizing “the hour of the judgment of Him”
{Rev. 14:7 Gr.) with the anli-typical Day of




Atonement, as well as working Daniet 7:10 -
“the judgment was set” - and Danlel 8:14 -
“then shall the sanctuary be cleansed” - info
the same Biblical picture.

What does the typical “example and shadow”
performed by the earthly high priest on the Day
of Alonement teach us? To answer this

question, one must pursue a careful study of
Leviticus 18,

Leviticus 16

The-designations for the divisions-of the-Heébrew:

soncluary as given in Leviticus 14, vary from
the terms which we have used commonly for
the iwo aportments. The most holy place, or
the second apariment, k termed, “the holy
within the vall” with the word, “place” added
by the iransiators (v. 2). The first apariment,
which we term the holy place. s designated as
“the fabemacle of the congregation” (vs. 16-
17).

The instruction begins with how the high priest

is fo come info the most holy place to appear

in the presence of Him who would “appear in a

fel::d upon the mercy seat” (Lev. 16:2). K
s:

“Thus shall Aaron come into the boly place with a young

ballock for » sim offering, and ram for a burnt offering. -

(v.3).

The hlgh priési provided_ his‘ owﬁ oﬁeﬂng; It I$
defined as a “sin offering” yet no hond of

confession was placed upon s head. I is
emphasized that it is “for himself” so as “lo
make atonement for himsel and for his house™
(vs. 6, 11). Al this point, a decision must be
made. Was this just a part of the ritual for the
Day. or was this also a part of the instuction
which the “example and shadow” was fo
provide of heavenly things? Two factors must
be kept in mind:

1) Aaron was a type of Christ's priestty ministry
though an interior priest ministering under an
inferior covenant. See Hebrews 8:1-5.

2. The concept of “his house™ is Paul's take off

point for the discussion of the priestly ministry of
Jesus Christ in the book of Hebrews {3:1-3). The
Moses/Aaron “house” was declored to be “a
testimony of those things which were to be
spoken ofier” (v. 5; see also Ex. 4:14-14).

The high priestly clfire for the services of the
Day of Atonement is next described:

He shall put on the holy linen coat, and he shali have the
linen breeches upon his flesh, and he shall be girded with a
linen girdle, and with the linen mitre shall he be attired:
these are holy garments; therefore shall he wash his_f_lesll
in water, and so put themon. (v-4).. . ., . .
Again no service reflecting the “example and
shadow” of heavenly things can be assigned
to the aitire of the earthly high priest on the
Day of Alonement; however, there are other
Biblical references which emphasize persons
clothed *in inen.” The question does arise, do
these references refer to activity connected
with the great High Priest's ministry during the
time of the antitypical Day of Atonement?

The type indicates movement and activilty by
the high priest on the Day of Atonement from
the most holy place to the court of the
sanctuary. The prophecy of Daniel 7 indicates
activity from the sefting of the judgment til the
coming of the Son of man to the Ancient of
days to receive His kingdom (vs. 10-14), byt it
does not define what He was doing. The
oulline of the Three Angels' Messages olo
indicates o time belween the announcement
of the “hour of His judgment is come” and the
appearing of “the Son of man” to reap the
harvest of earth (Rev. 14, 7, 14.15), and #
places the giving of those messages as
occuning during this period of time.

As one exampie of what this activity might be,
we can cite Ezekiel 9 and the “man, clothed
with linen” (vs. 2, 3, 11). While this prophecy
does not conform to a sanctuary type-antitype
relationship, it does emphasize the same dress
wom by the high prest on that day, and
focuses on the same place of the sanctuary
where the typical service of the Day of
Atonement ended, prior to the Introduction of
the scapegoat. (Lev. 146:20). The six men with



siaughlering weapons, and the “man clothed
with linen” who had a “wrller’s inkhorn by his
side” came to the “brazen allar.” The giory of
God moved from the cherubim (most holy
place) “to the threshold of the house™ (v. 3).
He instructed “the man clothed in lnen” to
place a mark on the foreheads of those who
“sigh and cry for all the abominations” that are
done in Jerusalem (v. 4).

# is recognized that this s placing an
eschatological interpretation on the apostasy
which occurred in the fime of Ezekiel, and
suggesting that this chapter which is a port of o
larger vislon (Chaplers 8 - 11), expands the
perception of the High Priesity minisiry of Christ
on the antitypical Day of Afonement. While the
Wiltings follow this hermeneutic approach to
Ezekiel 9 (51:207-216), a non-Adventist com-

mentary, such as, The Bible Commentary on
the OId Testgment, suggests the same. In the
introduction to Ezeklel the editor stated:

There is one feature in the writings of Ezekiel, which
deserves particular wotice. This is (to use a modern term)
their Eschatological character, ie. their reference not
merely (o an end, but to fie very end of all. (p. 305)

While the editor notes that many parls of
Ezekiel "have special reference to the
ciicumsiances of the prophet and his
counfrymen” so that “the local and the
temporary seem to dominate;” however, there
Is by closer observation, more to be found. He
observes:;

Israel represemts the visible Church, brought into special
relation with God Himself. The prophetical writings have
therefore their applications to the Christian Church whea

meglectfal of the obligations which such relation imposes,
(p- 306).

Then the ediior concludes:

These predictions of Ezekiel are therefore not to be
interpreted simply as illustrative of, but directly predictive
of the Church, ...until the end of time. ... Their peculiar
appropriatemness to such » Book as that of Exekiel is best
seen when we perceive that be is addressing, not simply the
historical Israel of his own day, but the whole body who
have been, like Israel of old, called forth io be God’s
people, and who will be called to strict account for the
neglect of their consequent privileges. (Wbid.).

We are not seeking to interpret nor apply the
judgments predicted in Ezekiel 9, but rather to
reinforce the application of the sanctluary
imagery as found in this chapter 1o the end
time Day of Atonement. it is also of interest to
note the observation made in this commentary
to verse 2:

Clothed with linen] The priestly garment (Ex. xxviii. 6, 8;
Lev. xvi. 4). This One Mun (Cp. Dan. 10:5; Rev. 1:13) was
the Angel of the Covenant, the great High Priest, superior
to those by whom He was surrounded, receiving direct
communication from the Lord,

This understanding of the relationship belween
Ezeklel 9 with the typical services of the Day of
Atonement eniarges the perception of the
ministry of Christ as High Priest during the
antitypical Day of Alonement. This prophetic
“identifier” - a “man clothed in linen” ~ does
not end in Ezekiel. Another prophet aiso saw in
vision this “Man” {Dan. 10:5; 12:4-7), which
opens up oanother area for study and
uvnderstanding.

Returning to Leviticus 14, we find that Aaron
was Inshructed to “lake of the congregation ...
two kids of the goats for a sin offering” (v. §).
These iwo goals were to be presented “before
the Lord ot the door of the tabemacle of the
congregation” (v. 7), and lols were to be cast

. over them sefting them apart, one for the tLord,

and the other for “Azazei” (Heb., ver. 8,
margin). The Hebrew word construction, “for
the Lord” and “tor Azazel” indicates the two
are antithelical to each other, thus introducing

' the “great confroversy mofif.”

This controversy is the theme of prophetic
Scripture. The victory of Christ is the heorl of
the gospel (Rev. 12:10). lesus referred to the
devil as “the prince of this world” (John 12:31).
In Daniel 10, the “man clothed in linen” (v. §)
who came to the help of Gabxiel is identiffied as
“the first of the chief princes.” (v, 13, margin).
The purpose of Christ was fo wrest back the
dominion lost by Adam (Micah 4:8). Do then
the services of the Doy of Atonement reflect
the final phases of the wresting of the lost
dominion from the control of Satan even to the
cleansing of the children of Israel from their
